The act's Purpose Declaration states that "The Legislature finds and
declares that the soil and water resources of this state constitute one @
basic assets and that the preservation of these resources requires plar
and programs to ensure the development and utilization of these resou
and to protect them from the adverse effects of wind and water erosion
sediment, and sediment related pollutants.”

Created in 1937, this unique state government entity has be
active continually since, evolving to meet new environmenta
and social conditions.

Today this 16 person board strives to protect the natural
resources within the state.

4 CRP, a federal Farm Bill program, encourages farmers to
convert highly erodible cropland or other environmentally
sensitive acreage to vegetative cover, such as native grasse
and wildlife plantings.
